inspired by mythology and science fiction. From a very
young age he began drawing incessantly, meticulously
cutting out images which formed his big scenes. When he
died his wife discovered 22 boxes filled with thousands of his
drawings and cut-outs. We are excited to show some of his
brilliant works.

We hope that The Oliva Creative Factory, as the museum
is to be known, will continue to grow. The new mayor
Ricardo Figueiredo has expressed great interest in the
project. The museum will also house, in an adjacent space, a
superb contemporary collection from Portuguese collectors
Norlinda and Jose Lima. There is still another 70,000-
square-metres in The Oliva Creative Factory to be restored,

so anyone interested in being involved is encouraged to

come forward.
